In the mid-1980s Bob and I wrote this 

book to help ourselves and fellow collectors keep track of the myriad of Maduro 

cards that had been published.  I have just retired from a career in the 

diplomatic service and my collection has managed to survive a multitude of 

international moves.  I continue to collect postal history and postcards of the 

Isthmus of Panama and am pleased that "Panama Patchwork" will be available 

to everyone on line.  I know that this will bring onboard new collectors and the 

reporting of unlisted cards.  Enjoy the book!

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INTVODUCTION 

A PANAMA PATCHWORK REVISITED - VOL. I 
(TEE MADUROS AND THEIR POSTCARDS) 

Without a doubt the most prolific postcard publisher on the Isthmus of 
Panama has been the Madero family, and views from the very turn of the 
century into the 195J'a may be collected with the Madura imprint. While they 
were publishers and vendors, they were not the actual printers; instead this 
service was mostly contracted out to German firms until the commencement of 
World War I in 1914. In 1915 a single series was done in England, andf a.ter 
the war a wide range of cards wea printed in the United States, primarily by 
the Curt Teich firm of Chicago, Illinoia. Thus, the Maduro cards span nearly 
the entire spectrum of the postcard phenomenon, missing out only on the 
pre-1898 so-called 'Pioneer Cards but including excellent examples of early 
black and white, undivided back cards; beautiful colored views from the 
German firms whose names are now lust in time and the destruction of war; the 
long and historically important white border card eeries; the linens of the 
1930's and 19401 s; and finally the modern chromes. 

The number of distinct series published by the Maduroa far exceeds those 
of any other isthmian postcard vendor, and indeed a very respectable and 
representative collection of views could be amassed using only their cards. 
Readers should be aware that many of the views used on Maduro cards are to be 
found in more than one series, often with the same captions. In addition, a 
large number of the views seen an Madura' cards may ale° be seen on cards by 
other publishers, both an and off the Isthmus. 

The Maduro family is far ranging throughout the Caribbean Basin, and in 
1987 the Netherlands West Indies issued a stamp honoring the family for its 
great contributions over the past century. 

Today, the Maduroe are still very active in Panamanian commercial 
circles, with various members involved in a wide range of activities. 
Unfortunately. at this time there appears to be little corporate or family 
memory of the early days when postcards were the rage. 

One of the scions of the Panama Maduros was Isaac Levy Madura', a native 
of Puerto Plata. Curacao, Netherlands West Indies. Isaac was born on 
September 11, 1879, and came to Panama around the turn of the century. 

Another of the early Maduros was Samuel L. , who was born September 9, 
1865, on the island of 5t. Thomas in the Danish West Indies. Samuel's father 
was Joseph Levy Maduro and his mother was from the well known Fidanque 
family. Samuel came to Panama in 1899, was in business in Panama for years, 
and served after 1926 as Consul of Denmark in his adopted land. 



The web of Kaduro business interests makes it almost impossible to 
ascertain just who was involved in the postcards we collect. IC is reasonably 
certain, however, that the I.L, Maduro of postcards ie the Isaac Levy Maduro 
who come to Panama around 1900, for it was in that year that he established 
his firm which specialized in sporting goods and souvenirs. Some early 
postcards also show a photography studio on Front Street in Colon owned by an 
I.L. Madurok  Jr. Many early cards contain the imprint J.L. Madura in Colon 
or Panama City; it may well be that the "J" is a misprint. based on the odd 
German "1" seen on some of the early Madura cards in the Burgundy Captions 
series_ However, there was indeed a J.L. Maduro who died on September 17, 
1924, and who was in business in Panama. 

The T.L. Madero, Jr. Photographic Studio in Colon 
is the two story building at the left. 

Another very early series of Maduro cards bears the imprint of Maduro g 
Hijos. The firm apparently dates to around 1876-1877, and was established by 
Salomon L. Haduro (1825-1883), whose sons were Samuel L. (February 8. 1870 
to July 1E, 1941) and Joshua. So, apparently this Samuel ie not the one 
discussed earlier. In 1898, according to the Directorio General de la Ciudad 
de . Psnama. this firm was located on the Panama City waterfront near the 
Cathedral Plaza and seemingly was involved in the insurance business too. 
In the 1930's one of the grandsons bought the firm and it is now known as 
Felix B. Maduto. Ito relation to L.L. or S.L. Maduro is unknown.

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The I.L. Maduro firm takes on a definite appearance around 1910 when it 
acquired a building across the street from the Central Hotel, facing on 
Cathedral Plaza. The building was formerly used by a saloon and it became 
the focus of the I.L. Maduro interests until the 1930's when they moved 
further up Central Avenue to be closer to the railroad station and the than 
commercial heart of the city. The elder Maduro died on October 8, 1931. and 
the reins of the firm passed to the next generation. Its postcards refer to 
"Successors to I.L. Madura", and the Cathedral Plaza address disappears.

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Prior to the Spring of 1912, one of the leading dry goods merchants was 
the Madero-Lupi partnership, which issued one identified card listed here. 

Maduro knew stamps too, as many of the 1904 Canal Zone covers and 
postcards atill in existence are addressed to him at various towns along the 
Panama Railroad. During the latter pert of the Construction Days, Madura 
also won the concession for the news-stands at the principal railroad 
stations along the line. Undoubtedly many of the cards we collect today were 
sold at these kiosks. 

In the latter 1930's and 1940Ts many Naduro linen cards printed by Curt 
Teich were based on photographs by John Flatau, but in the years after a 
judgement was made against Madura for such unpaid use the firm gradually left 
that field. In the 1950's only a few chrome cards were printed, again by 
Curt Teich. No Maduro cards are currently sold on the tathmus, although a 
hoard of linens still remains in the hands of the family. 

In the 1930/a the Madura store retained the same basic appearance 
it had in 1912. The biggest change is the large sign on the corner. 



In the 1930's the Maduro store in Colon was still located an Front 
Street but had moved to a corner across the street from the Canal Zone 
Commissary. Note too the Severhoudt store next door — another postcard 
publisher. 

The main point we wish to make of the Isthmian Maduros, however. is 
clear: the Maduro family originally came to the Danish and Netherlands West 
Indies where they could practice their faith in peace. They prospered and 
expanded throughout the Caribbean. The 1880's were the "Temps du Luxe" in 
Panama during the French canal construction effort. Several young M.aduros 
were thus attracted to Panama, and they also prospered. Along the wav, some 
became involved in retailing picture postcards. For this reason we remember 
them today, and the authors only wish the tangled family trees could be 

unraveled. 

In this book we eeek to list the many series of Maduro postcards by date 
of publication. Care has been taken to assure as wide a spectrum of early 

isthmian views as possible so that the book will serve both as a snapshot of 
the Isthmus as it was and as complete as listing as possible.

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AUTHOR'S NOTES 

This book is the culmination of probably a decade's work, beginning for 
me in the late 1970's when 1 first became aware of the thousands of views of 
the Isthmus of Panama from about 1900 up to the present which are available 
on picture postcards. 

Like all new collectors I had little understanding of the vast quantity 
available; some seem to proliferate -- relatively -- and ethers are indeed 
rare. And this only applies to the printed cards, not the real photographs 
which are even more eagerly sought by a growing number of collectors. As the 
cards began to accumulate, a basic decision had to be medal to collect 
geographically -- that is to say, like a trip across the Isthmus -- or by 
series and publisher. I chose the geographic way as do most of my collector 
friends. In 'my case it was because another hobby is writing stories on 
Panama and the Canal Zone. Many of these stories have appeared in such 
diverse publications as the Southern Command News, the American Philatelist, 
Linn's Stamp News, Bares Postcard Neve, American Postcard Journal. Postcard 
Collector, and most often in the monthly Journal of the Isthmian Collectors 
Club. The point is -- how could this budding author search out his illustra-
tions unless they are managed in a geographic sense? Needless to say, during 
the preparation of this book both Brad and I have often cursed my original 
decision. 

Brad will tell you of the thrill he gets studying the old pictures and 
their frequent messages. That same sense of contact with the past must be 
one of the main reasons we all collect in the first place. 

I admit to a certain sense of trepidation on putting this edition to 
press as what many of us feel is an overheated and therefore overpriced 
market for isthmian views can only get more overheated and overpriced when 
this book hits the streets. We have faced this for several years as more 
data on isthmian cards has been made available to the general collecting 
public and to our friendly competitors for the scarcer cards. The readers 
will note that we make no comments on rarity or desirability and absolutely 
refuse to discuss pricing. A "bargain" at $5 (in my opinion) may well be 
"overpriced" at $2 to another collector. Nor do I wish to have the many 
dealers (without.whom we would never build our collections) believing that 
any isthmian card is highly desirable and should be priced accordingly, since 
such is Obviously not the case. 	any dealers still have what we call linear 
inches of Canal Zone and Panama views, but because they may subscribe to the 
"top dollar" theory the cards do not sell. Furthermore, we have all seen 
common linen cards for $3. Likewise, literally thousands of photos of 
Culebra Cut exist which are taken from the bow or stern of a warship. Yet, 
to the more advanced collector these views are really common and of little 
appeal -- and hence are not of interest even at relatively low prices, It 
all boils down to! we are all "big kids" and must determine our own values. 
So, in this sense Brad and I are proud to bring the fruits of our research 
based on the collections of many people to the collecting public in the hopes 
that we can open up another vista to you -- another aspect of the fascinating 
world of isthmian collectibles.

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AUTHOR'S NOTES 

For me the collecting of postcards began innocently enough in 1979. 
during my senior year in college. For about two years I had been purchasing 
books, autographs, and stereo views pertaining to Panama and the Panama 
Canal. One day I saw an advertisement for 100 Canal Zone picture postcards, 
and thought "Why not?" The cards arrived, and views of Corgona, Tabernilla, 
Ancon, and the building of the locks were there as well as several that were 
postally used. I was at once stricken with "postcard fever" and have 
actively sought them ever since. 

Postcards enable one to see what life was like on the Zone during its 75 
year history. Construction day cards are especially interesting due to the 
views depicted: social events, street scenes, the erection of the locks, 
etc., and the messages on the postcards, which range from simple expressions 
of loneliness, "How'd you like to spoon with me?"' bitterness, "I can not 
wait to get home as it is a virtual hell living here."; hope, "I guess things 
should be much better off down here in a year or so"; current events, "Went 
to the Y.M.C.A. last night and entered the pool tournament." or "Next week is 
the big Fourth of July parade and then a dance at the Tivoli." 

Photocards showing workers and their families are very interesting. 
One can find men dressed up in their best clothes with watch fobs made up of 
their old brass ID checks, men wearing rough overalls and work shoes, and 
women dressed in layers of clothes and carrying parasols to protect them from 
the sun. From photocards we see what house interiors were like, what type of 
furniture the people bad, and whet the hired help looked like. The 
photocards show views the stores knew would not be of interest to tourists. 

Later postcards also are interesting as they show the evolution of the 
Canal Zone and the Republic. Views may depict changes along the Prado in 
Balboa as houses are built and palm trees grow, the construction of the many 
churches in the Zone, and the widening of the Canal as ships became larger. 
These postcards literally portray how the Canal Zone changed with the times. 
Through cards one follows the growth of Panama City as it expanded towards 
Panama Vieja; cards from the 1920s show buildings beginning to fill the 
Exposition grounds; those from the 1930s document the development of Bella 
Vista, and finally the chromes from the 1960a show how Punta Paitilla became 
a concentration of high rises. While construction day postcards may be 
considered the most collectable of the isthmian postcards, one should not 
overlook the historical value of the latter day linens and chrome*. 

So, while my book collection provides me with a great deal of factual 
knowledge concerning the history of Panama, my postcards enable me to 
visualize the people, places, and events described in the books. Thank 
goodness for the merchants who sold the postcards, the tourists who bought and 
saved them and the amateur photographers who captured the essence of the 
time. For without them our hobby would not exist.

The Maduro g Hijos firm is not associated with the other Maduro family 
whose cards are the principal reason for this volume, and their cards are 
beet described as early and in numerous types. The Madura g Hijos store was 
on the Panama city waterfront and is shown in the introductory section of 
this book. Their cards are listed here because most collectors will quite 
naturally associate them with the other Maduro family. 

The cards can be divided many ways, but there are two general 
characteristics which differentiate them. Since these are very early 
undivided back cards, some identify the country as Colombia -- and this is 
the basic discriminator -- and in others it is Panama. Second, on many the 
full publisher identification is given as "Propledad de log editores Maduro 6 
hijos, Panama', while on others it reads merely "Maduro g hijos, Panamr in 
block letters or a mixture of upper and lower case letters. In this listing 
the different series will be made under the country categories with the 
clearly indentifiable varieties broken down by type. 

TYPE A (Republica de Colombia) 

There are three basic varieties in this type, one with the view in blue, 
a second in dull colors, and a third featuring burgundy captions and blackish 
green view. In all cases, the publisher identification reads "Propiedad de 
los editores Maduro g hijos, Panama'. 

Variety I (Blue Color) 

All printing on the picture side is in blue with the publisher data at 
the left or bottom (Fig. 1). The pictures usually have a partial frame and a 
limited message space. The address sides (Fig. 2) are quite plait, with 
instructions and country identification in Spanish, in black.

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This is a very early series, dating from 1904. The "J" in J.L. Madero 
may be a typographical error which was substituted by the printer for the "I" 
of Isaac. This same type error in substitution may be seen in the spelling 
of the word "jard" below. The "I" of Indians or Isthmus may also easily be 
read as "J." 

There are two basic picture sides. One is a double (Pig. 1) and the 
other a single view (Fig. 2) in black and white or infrequently in grey --
all with captions in burgundy. The ornaments between the pictures vary. The 
double views may also be found in the Maduro (Double Views) series. 
Publisher data is found in different places on this side. There are four 
address sides. The first (Fig. 3) says only "Tarjeta Postal". The second 
and third varieties (Fig. 4) are quite similar, with additional instructions. 
Note the "S" of "Sr." and the shape of the letters in "Tarjeta Postal". Some 
cards are known with two of these address sides and it is possible that more 
combinations will be recorded. The fourth is an evident misprint, with the -
words "Costa Rica" where the words "Tarjeta Postal" are usually found (Fig. 
5). It has only been seen once, on a card also recorded with a normal 
address aide. Many of the views are known on other cards by Maduro and 
different publishers.

MADURO NO NUMBERS

of the varieties. There are also some double and triple view cards as well 
as fold-out cards and cards from tear-out booklets. On the double or triple 
cards normally only one segment has the caption. There are many minor 
punctuation and caption differences in the different printings, but in this 
book all will be listed with a final period. The picture sides fall into

at least 18 distinct varieties; however, all but one are In the divided back 
format and they are almost always printed in brown. The differences lie for 
the most part in the publisher identification, and almost all are very minor 
and are similar to those in other early Madero series.

Many feel this is Madurots best series because of its complexity and 
uniqueness. There are many distinct types, but there are no numbers associat-
ed with them. Some of the insets are found in more than one type. There are 
minor punctuation differences in the Madura data, although the principal ones 
are listed above. Address sides are divided and undivided back with printing 
in brown or black. Note that there are varying formats in the letters. 

TYPE A (US Flags and Photo) 

The picture side (Fig. 1) is aligned vertically. Surrounding a 
shield-shaped inset with a black and white photo of an Isthmian scene is an 
embossed eagle and crossed US flags. The embossed areas are in color and the 
caption is located at the bottom of the picture in black or white.

TYPE J  (Small Photo Inset Only) 

Although the cards are printed, views are a small photograph enclosed by 
a white embossed border (Fig. 10).

Edges of the cards have a similar but narrower embossed 
white border. Captions are in black. Card stock and "Souvenir of Panama" 
are similar to the Newspapar and Photo type. Address sides are in black.

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MADURO NUMBERED 

This is one of Maduro's best known series, and it was sold on the 
Isthmus from the early days of the American occupation of the Canal Zone up 
until World War I. However, the photos used all seem to date from prior to 
1907. 

These cards are known in a wide variety of formats. Each view is known 
to exist in at least two of them, and frequently more. They all share the 
same number and are listed sequentially in this study. Some cards have two 
views in segments. There are occasionally very minor punctuation differences 
in the captions. 

TYPE A (Undivided Back) 

This is the earliest type and usually has a very small message area on 
the picture side (Fig. 1). Both the captions and publisher identification 
reading "J.L. Madura Jr., Photographer, Colon. No. xx." are in red within 
the message block. The address aide is undivided back printed in black in 
Spanish and French. There are, however, two styles in the words "Tarjeta 
Postal". In one the letters are sans serif, while others are quite ornate 
with serifs (Fig. 2). 

TYPE B (Divided Back - Copyright) 

The view usually fills the entire picture side (Fig. 3) with the caption 
in red superimposed on the view, but on some the caption is within a small 
white box (Fig. 4). Address sides are divided back with printing in English 
in various shades of brown. The Madura data at the left reads "No. xxx. 
I. L. Maduro Jr., Panama. P./0. Box 281. (Copyright.)" There are two basic 
varieties in this type, with the difference in the words "POST CARD." in 
either sans serif or serif letters (Fig. 5). There are also several very 
minor variations in the length of these words. 

TYPE C  (Divided Back in Black) 

Picture sides are identical to Type B and address sides have many of the 
same characteristics too; however, all are printed in black and the Madura 
data is different. Four major varieties and one subvariety are known which 
are identified by the differences in the Maduro publisher caption and the 
data in the stamp box (Fig. 6). 
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Variety l (Sans Serif Letters) 

"POST CARD." is in sane serif letters; publisher data reads "I. L. 
Maduro jr., Photographer, Panama. No. xxx."; stamp box has four lines of 
information. A aubvariety has no "." after "POST CARD". 

Variety 2 (Serif Letters) 

"Post Card." is in serif letters; publisher data and stamp box are the 
same as Variety 1. 

Variety 3 (Made in Germany.- Serifs) 

"POST CARD." is in serif letters; publisher data normally reads "I. L. 
Maduro Jr., Photographer, Panama. No. xxx (Made in Germany.); however, on 
some the punctuation marks may not be printed up. The stamp box has ten 
lines of information. 

Variety 4 (Made in Germany - Sans Serif) 

This is identical to Variety 3 except the "POST CARD." is in sans serif 
letters. 

TYPE D (Divided Back in Green) 

These are the least frequently seen of the numbered cards. The picture 
side is like those seen on Types B and C and the address side is printed in 
green. There are two major varieties on the address side which are 
differentiated by the Maduro data as other characteristics are the same 
(Fig. 7). Note the number precedes the Maduro data.

The address 
side (Fig. 6) is in the divided back format with publisher data and card 
number aligned vertically at the left. Printing is in black, in English. 
The words "POST CARD" are recorded with and without serifs. 

TYPE D (J. L. Maduro jr., Photographer, Panama. No. xxxa.(Made in Germany.) 

This series is identical to Type C, except that the publisher identifi-
cation reads "J. L. Maduro," instead of "I. L. Madura". (Fie. 7) 

TYPE E (No. xxa. I. L. Maduro jr., Panama. P./0. Rox 281 (Copyright). 

The picture side is identical to Type C, and the address side is in 
brown.

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EADURO BIENKOWSKI 

Sold by A. Bienkowski, P.R.R. News Agent, Ancon, Canal Zone. 

Prior to his suicide in 1909. Apolinary Bienkowski was one of the major 
souvenir vendors on the Isthmus, operating out of kiosks at the Panama 
railroad station and others along the line. The regular Bienkowski postcards 
are well known early views in black and white. However, he also had a 
commercial arrangement with I.L. Maduro whereby numbers of cards with the 
Maduro imprint on the picture side from the "A", Numbered and Unnumbered 
series were printed in black on the address side (Fig. 1) with Bierkowski's 
identification. The cards, therefore, are identical on both sides to the 
regular Maduro issues except for the extra identification. They come in the 
divided back format in the usual variety of type fonts.

This abbreviated type dates to 1901 or earlier, and it may well be that 
Mr. Maduro and Mr. Lupi are the two gentlemen in coat and tie in the center 
rear of the group of people at the company's front door. It is believed 
these cards served the purpose of advertising for the Maduro-Lupi firm on 
8th Street in Panama City. The Maduro in this firm is Henry L. Maduro, and 
the Maduro Lupi firm is the successor to Maduro e Hijos. Apparently the 
partnership was terminated in mid-April 1913, and Madura aseumed ownership 
under the name Maduro Company, Inc. It later became known as Felix B. 
Madura, which is still active in the Republic. 

On the picture side (Fig. 1) the scene is in light pastel colors with 
captions in black at the bottom in the small message block. The address 
side (Fig. 2) is in the undivided back style with printing in black, in 
Spanish only. There is no number associated with this card.

Although it is not certain that this series was published by I.L. 
Maduro, it has been reported but not confirmed by the authors that a very few 
have the Maduro imprint. Complete booklets are known, but they do not have a 
Maduro imprint either. Some students believe this is a Tokio Bazaar series 
because of the similarities in the address side printing and the manner of 
numbering individual cards. 

This series is normally characterized by a glossy surface and red 
(Fig. 1) or white (Fig. 2) lettering in a mixture of capital and small 
letters on the picture side. A few have black captions using capital letters 
(Fig. 3), and colors are muted and the surface dull. Some have a message 
area, although on almost all the view covers the entire surface. Address 
sides (Fig. 4) are in the divided back format and lettering is in black with 
the number preceded by "A" and followed by a "10" located at the lower right 
corner. There are several long, unexplained gaps in the numbering sequence. 
Many views are known with two separate numbers within this same series. 
However, there is no sequential order in the renumbering. They will all be 
listed in this survey. Many of these cards come from tear-out booklets. The 
views from tear-outs seem to have different numbers from the same views which 
are found on regular cards. There are two varieties which can be seen in the 
words "Poet Card." On Variety 1 it is 5 x 35 mm and on Variety 2 it is 3 x 
26 mm.

Tice "Greet Eagles", as they are popularly known, ere perhaps the most 
disjointed series of all.

Most views seem 
to have been photographed between 1912-1915. Printing on a relatively low 
grade paper resulted in their being easily damaged, and most copies show 
chipping of the colors along the edges or corner wear. A few numbers use the 
same view in a small insert with Christmas greetings on a glossy surface 
(Fig. 	These are listed separately by number. Address sides are in the 
divided back format on a bright white surface with lettering in green. Their 
nickname is derived from the green eagle with extended wings and "T.L.14. Jr" 
in the scroll at the top. Publisher identification and card number are 
almost always on the left edge. There are three basic address aides, most 
easily identified by the wording in the stamp box and the size and location 
of the number. On the first (Fig. 4) numbers ere significantly larger than 
the letters and the stamp box has six lines of inatructiona. This 15 by far 
the most common type. Oct the second (Fig. S) the number is somewhat amaller 
and there are only two lines of instructions in the stamp box. On the third 
(Pig. 6), the number is horizontally oriented in the lower left corner; these 
are associated with the Christmas greeting cards. This aeries is notable for 
the many long gaps in the numbering sequences. It is believed that almost 
all of these were never printed for sale on the Isthmus.

This series was printed by Curt Teich of Chicago using the photochrome 
process on June 11. 1913, for Vibert and Dixon; however. no record of the 
Maduro printing has been discovered to date in the Curt Teich archives. The 
A=40.000 Series is listed by its assigned Curt Teich number as there is no 
Maduro number. The complete series is listed here, but there in no certainty 
that each of these numbers will be located with the Maduro identifier. They 
have, however, all been recorded with the Vibert 6 Dixon imprint, and all 
known with both have identical captions. 

There are two basic picture sides. Both are in colors. Most have black 
captions (Fig. 1), although some are white against a dark background (Fig, 
2). Captions may be found in either all capital letters or a mixture of 
capital and lower case letters throughout this series, Address sides (Fig. 
3) are printed in various shades of dull or elate blue with the Madura data 
aligned vertically at the left edge and the number just above the eagle. A 
short descriptive paragraph is at the cop of the message segment. The 
caption above the description is similar to but nearly always somewhat 
different from the caption an the picture side which is used in this book.

With the initiation of hostilities in 1914 in Europe a great change in 
the postcard publishing business was inevitable. Access to the high quality 
cards produced in Germany was no longer possible due to the Allied blockade, 
and distributors who had sold most of the cards in Panama were forced to look 
elsewhere. This series is the result of Maduro's search for a new printing 
house for his most recent views. 

The picture side (Fig. 1) is easily recognized by the overall bluish 
tint to the view and the apparently hand lettered captions in either white or 
black. Use of punctuation marks is often incorrect. The address side is a 
one-of-a-kind type with the words "British Manufacture" aligned vertically to 
the left of the dividing line between the address and message segments (Fig. 
2). The Maduro eagle lies between the words POST and CARD, and his 
identification is at the left. 

They are identified as to year of manufacture by some of the designs,,  
particularly a group that depicts the U.S. battleships Ohio, Wisconsin and 
Missouri which first transited the Canal in early 1915. Some of their views 
are known in photos with the same captions but without Madero data.

These came from tear out 
booklets. Captions "FOR MESSAGE ONLY" and "FOR ADDRESS ONLY" are in serif 
letters. 

Variety 3 

Adress side is dull blue similar to Variety 1. Publisher data is 64mm 
and there is a dash between 'CATHEDRAL" and "SQUARE." Captions "FOR MESSAGE 
ONLY" and "FOR ADDRESS ONLY" are in serif letters. 

Variety 4  

Pweept for being printed in brown, these are exactly the same as Variety 
2, with the dash between the two words. 

The same scenes can often be found in all four varieties. Note that 
although several cards have the same title the views are different.

This long series dates to the 1920s and is one of the most common types 
known. It is normally referred as the "Madura B Series," but is also often 
called the "Blue Eagle Maduro", which refers to his logo on the address side. 

This is a very complicated series but is more easily collectible by its 
"B" number. This is the Madura number and is found at the lower left just 
before the English caption (Fig. I). All of these cards have an additional 
number assigned by the printer, Curt Teich of Chicago, Illinois. This second 
number is five or six digits and can be used to date the year in which it was 
printed. Most cards have the Curt Teich number on the picture side, but an 
some it is above the eagle on the address side. All of the cards apparently 
can be found with more than one Curt Teich number often preceded by a letter 
as the series was sold by Madura for at least the decade of the 1920s. 
Indeed, they are often seen used well into the 1940s. The English caption is 
in black and nearly all have its equivalent in Spanish too. To date, at 
least 14 distinct address sides have been recorded, which are described below 
and pictured at Figures 2 through 7. For purposes of this book they are 
categorized by the number of lines in the Maduro identification. All are in 
various shades of blue. Minor punctuation and spelling differences may be 
found in the captions. In this survey all will end with a period.

They axe in four basic styles which can be differentiated by the number 
of lines in the Madura,  identification at the left.

TYPE A  (No Madura Identification at Left) 

The stamp box has three frame lines and the message segment instructions 
read "FOR MESSAGES ONLY." The left edge is blank. round in the 116,000 
series.

2, Madura identifier in like Variety 1. The top third of the message 
segment is a descriptive paragraph. Stamp box has three frames and there is 
no message block instruction. 

3. Madero identifier is like Variety 1, and it has a descripture paragraph 
like Variety 2. However, the stamp box has six 1Snes of instructions and the 
number i8 just above the eagle.. 

4. The Maduro identifier reads the same as or other varieties but it is 
shorter in length. The stamp box and number location is like Variety 3. 
There is no descriptive paragraph, and most significantly there is 8 Curt 
Teich identifier down the middle - the only time this type is seen on a 
Madura card.

TYPE C (Two Lines of Identification) 

1. Except for the addition of a second line in the Madero data describing 
the store products, this type is the same as Types A and B. 

2. The stamp box has only one frame and the message block instructions read 
"FOR MESSAGE ONLY". The blue ink is darker than on the other types. 

3. The stamp box has one frame, but the message block has no instructions; 
instead a descriptive paragraph fills the top third. Letter fonts are 

slightly different from other types and are a very deep blue. 
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MADURO 115,000 116,000 120,000 AND ODD NUMBERS — NOTES ON TEE ADDRESS SIDES 

TYPE D (Three Lines of Identification) 

1. Stamp box has one frame. Madura data includes post office box number in 
second line. Printed in dark blue. Message block reads "FOR MESSAGE ONLY". 

2. Stamp box has one frame. Maduro data reflects change of ownership by 
adding the words "SUCESION DE" (Successor to). The blue is dark and message 
block reads "rim MESSAGE ONLY". 

3. Stamp box has one frame; also has "SUCESION DE" identifier; message 
block has no instructions but has a descrIptive paragraph. 
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MADURO 115, 000 ------------- 

These cards date to June 1927, and 12,000 copies of each were first 
printed by Curt Teich of Chicago. Illinois. The aeries was frequently 
reprinted, and the chief differences to the naked eye are in the cloud 
formations. Many are found in tear-out booklets. 

In this series the picture side (rig, I) is in the white border format. 
in color. with Spanish captions in black on the top and English on the 
bottom. The Curt Teich number is at the lower right. Address sides Type B, 
Cl, C2, DI and D2 have been recorded in this series.

This group includes cards which have re numerical pattern. They are 
special orders printed by Curt Teich of Chicago, Illinois, mostly in the 
19308. Others are advertising cards in the postcard format (Fig. 1) and 
several are known as "Black Humor" cards featuring alligators attacking a 
black child or children (Fig. 2). 

The picture side is in the white border style, printed In color with 
captions in black. Minor punctuation and spelling differences are known on 
several of these oft—reprinted views. On some, a number is found on the 
picture side, while on others it is on the address side, Some numbers are 
preceded by the letter "R" which Curt Teich used to indicate a reprint. 
Others are preceded by an "A" or followed by an HV", but their significance 
is not known. Although the Madura publisher data varies, all have his 
characteristic blue eagle and imprint which is similar to those found on his 
more organized series of cards. The only Type b3 and B4, and C3 reverses 
which have been seen to date are in this group.

These cards were apparently sold by biaduro to the hotel after having 
them printed by Curt Teich of Chicago, Illinois. There are two different 
basic cards associated with Maduro and the hotel. In addition, they are 
know in several printings, both with respect to the picture side and in the 
hotel's advertisement on the address side. 

TYPE A (Four Views) 

The first type is a four segment view of the hotel and its facilities 
with English captions in black and the Curt Teich number (114203) at the 
lower right (Fig. 1). The address side is known in two varieties (Fig. 2), 
but both are in blue throughout and the advertisement fills the upper half of 
the message segment. On one, the blue is dull and the Maduro identification 
is aligned vertically down the center with the triple framed stamp box 
reading "MADE IN U.S.A.". The other is a darker blue and is less clearly 
printed. The ad is in a slightly different type font and there are to 
instructions in the stamp box or message segment. 

TYPE B (Single View) 

The second type is the Madura 43B view in different printings of the 
hotel. The captions vary but are in black with the Spanish at the top and 
English at the bottom. Address sides are in blue. 

Tigsfptzl  (Hotel Central) 

The caption reads "HOTEL CENTXAL. PANAMA CITY.% the Curt Teich number 
99167 is at the bottom right. and there are no clouds in the sky above the 
building (Fig. 3). The address sides are identical to the Type A cards. 

Variety 2  (Grand Central Hotel) 

The caption reads "THE GRAND CENTRAL HOTEL, PANAMA CITY." and there la 
no Curt Teich number on the picture side. There are numerous clouds in the 
sky. On the address side (Fig. 4), the advertisement is printed in a very 
dark blue and it fills almost the entire space. Note the Maduro data has 
been moved to the left and the stamp box has six lines of instructions.

This group is composed of postcard sized and formatted cards which 
depict a scene of a Maduro product on one side (Fig. 1) and advertising on 
what would normally be the address side (Fig. 2). Cards such as these are 
also known from other Isthmian souvenir shops such as the American Bazaar.

This is a familiar (Fig. 1) design, printed in color with captions in 
red. On the address side (Pig. 2) the printing is In blue with the number 
just over the word "Posr. The Curt Teich identification reeds from top to 
bottom, the Maduro data is in three lines without "ETC. ETC." at the end, the 
stamp box reads "PLACE/STAMP/MERE"„ and "POST CARD" is in sans serif letters. 

5A-H1243/1244 'Map 

Although the map is the same on all printings there are significant and 
easily recognizable differences an the address sides in particular. 

Variety A (1244) 

The picture side (Pig. 3) has captions in black and there is a small "2" 
just to the right of the distance table at the lower left and the 5A-H 
number under the Canal Zone seal at the lower right. The paper stock is 
white but there is a light tan coating on this side, the address side (Fig. 
4) is printed in blue and there is no tan undercoating. Note the Curt Teich 
data reads up, the third line of the Kaduna data enth with "ETC.. ETC.", the 
words "POST CARD" are in letters with distinct serifs, and the stamp box 
reads "PLACE/OCHE CENT/STAMP/HERE". There is no number on this side. On some 
there is an additional Msdnrc advertisement overprinted in red, leading- one 
to believe this particular card was a give-away at the Maduro stores. 

Variety_p (1243/1244) 

The picture side has no "2" and no tan undercoating, giving it a clear, 
uhlte appearance. The Curt Teich number 5A-111244 is in the same spot as on 
Variety A. The address aide is exactly the same as that of The Kiss of the 
Oceans card above, to Include the 5A-H1243 number. For this reason, this 
card nay be considered a "mule" in that it combines aspects of two different 
printing plates. Therefore, no illustration is necessary. 
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MAWR() 7A-H1000 

This linen series originally dates to 'March 1937, and is printed in the 
Art Colortone process by Curt Teich of Chicago. Illinois. Many of these 
views were first sold on photocarda by Foto Flatau and their use by Madura 
was subject of a Iaw suit won by Flatau. 

There are two distinct printings in this series. but the views in both 
are identical, as are the 7A-H nunbers. On some cards the captions were 
changed in the two printings, and where known they are listed here. 

TYPE A (34-36 Cathedral Square) 

The paper stock is an off-white. 	The picture side (Fig. t is in 
color and the captions are in black. Some cards have captions in both 
Spanish and English, while others are in English only. The 7A-H number is 
located at the lower right corner and another number is seen to the left of 
the titling data at the bottom. These second numbers run consecutively from 
3 to 23, begining with number 1020. No 	or 2 has been reported. The 
address side (Fig. 2) is printed in deep blue. Madures identification reads 
up in three lines at the left with "Etc., Etc." in the third line. Poet Gerd 
is in sane serif letters and there are message block instructions. The Curt 
Teiih is aligned vertically down the center facing left. 

TYPE B (Avenida Central No. 100) 

This type was printed somewhat later than variety A. The paper used is 
rougher and slightly inferior in quality. Captions and views used are the 
same. On the picture side (Fig. 3) the borders are yellow and the captions 
are in black. The 7A-H numbers are in the lower right corner but there is 
no additional number. The address side (Fig. 4) is in a lighter blue and the 
format is slightly changed with no instructions on either segment. The words 
"POST CARD" are just below the plane of the stamp box in serif letters. The 
wording in two lines now reflects the Madura firm's move to 100 Central 
Avenue from its previous address on Cathedral.  Square. The Curt Teich data 
now faces right and reads differently.
